VOTIVE CANDLE STAND

I would like to give you some instructions on our new
votive candle stand placed in front of Our Blessed Mother
on the right side of the Church. The blue lights can be lit
on a daily basis. They stay lit for eight hours at a time.
Just press the red button in front of the blue light that you
chose. There is and offering slot on the top front of the
stand. The suggested offering is $2.00 a candle.

The white candles in the back row are “Memorial
Candles.” If you would like to secure a memorial candle
for a deceased loved one or for an entire family just call
the office. The offering is $45.00. They will all be lit at
the same time every three months. A memorial name tag
for the deceased loved one(s) will be placed right in front
of a white candle.

The candle stand has wheels at the bottom of so it can be
moved forward for someone who is not able to reach the
stand in its normal position. Please do not do this alone.
Just ask the sacristan or clergy for help.

The candle stand is ready to be used now. The start date
for the “Memorial Candles” is Monday 2/5/24. In order to
secure a spot for February 5 you must contact the office
no later than January 31.
